NO LEAF OR YARD WASTE BURNING IN 
THE BOROUGH 

 
 

Do you ever wonder what “WARD” you 

live in? Well we have a simple way to 

help you figure it out!  
First remember that the Borough of 

Berwick is broken up into four wards. 

The 1st ward is from the eastern point of 

the Borough (Salem Township) to the 

east side of Market Street. The 2nd 

Ward is from the west side of Market 

Street to Oak Street. The 3rd Ward is 

from west of Oak Street to Warren 

Street. The 4th Ward is west of Warren 

Street to the Borough line.

The Borough of Berwick will pick up brush at 
curbside on the below dates:

 Limbs cannot be larger than 8" in 
diameter.   

 The Borough will only pick up brush 
on these days.   

 Brush must be at curbside no later 
than 7am on the day of pick-up. 

 Residents may also drop off brush 
and leaves at the Test Track 
Recycling Compost site on 
Tuesdays from 1pm - 5pm. 

 Failure to follow the above 
provisions shall result in no 
collection at your home.

The Borough will pick up leaves at curbside 
on the dates listed above.   
 
Leaves can be bagged or raked onto the 
street in front of your home.   
 
Bags shall not be larger than 30 gallons and 
shall weigh no more than 50 pounds.   
 
Leaves that are raked out onto the street 
shall NOT be placed under a tree with a 
height clearance less than 12 feet.   
 
If there is a car too close to the leaf pile, the 
Borough will not be able to collect the 
leaves.   
 
All leaves must be placed at curbside no 
later than 7am on the day of pick-up.   
 
Failure to follow the above provisions 
shall result in no collection at your 
home.  
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
